Dennis Paul Knechtel, born July 26, 1955 in Kitchener, Ontario, the second of
seven children. After school, Dennis worked at his father's painting business for a
short period of time as well as working on the farm with the Weber's before heading
West to fulfil a dream at the age of 18.
